Bubble Painting
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1. This lesson is really easy to do, yet the children will have great fun doing it.
2. Pour some poster paints of different colours into plastic cups.
3. Pour some washing-up liquid into the paints. Insert a drinking straw into the cup and get the child/children to blow into the cup to create coloured bubbles. (Please make sure the pupils don’t suck on the straw!) You may need to add some water to the cups to make the mixture more bubbly.
4. Using an old teaspoon, “spoon” the bubbles only (not the watery paint) onto a sheet of paper. Leave the bubbles as they are on the page and don’t spread them out.
5. Allow the painted bubbles to dry. When dry the “bubbly” patterns can be seen on the page.
6. Experiment with different kinds of paper – coloured sugar paper, chart paper, stiff card etc.
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
