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1. Do a background “wash” using any light colour. (A wash is a watered down poster paint which is quickly sponged onto the art paper and allowed to dry. This should not take too long or this can be done the day before.)

2. Draw any shapes onto the page. This could be combined with doing 2-D shapes in maths.

3. Using any two of the three primary colours (blue, red, yellow) paint each of the shapes allowing the colours to mix in the centre of the shape giving secondary colours. (orange, green, purple)

4. Add a dark border if desired.
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
