Symmetrical Art
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1. Integrate this art lesson with the theme of symmetry in maths.

2. Use sugar paper for this lesson.

3. Fold sugar paper of different sizes in half.

4. Draw a half shape on the closed (folded) side of the sugar paper. (choose from bottles and glasses for the above example)

5. Cut out the shapes and unfold to reveal the symmetrical shapes.

6. Arrange the shapes around the page, mixing colours, sizes and overlapping some of the shapes.
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
